Motion to approve minutes from the previous meeting was made by Councilor Olson, seconded by Councilor Senger.  All Councilors voted aye.  Motion carried.
Visitors and Delegations:
Tom and Carlene Gerald were present to ask if they could move their manufactured home to a lot in the City. Mayor Brehm referred them to the Zoning Committee. Joel Sand stood up and asked why his water quality was so bad in the past years and showed new and used filters taken from the filtration system in his house. There were other visitors present that wanted to speak about Public Works employees and Mayor Brehm stated that there will be discussion at the end of the meeting.
Under old Business, Mayor Brehm brought up an Emergency Generator available to the City that could be purchased at a used price.  Councilor Bjornstad and Olson, and others present said they did not see a need to have a generator, since there hasn’t been a history of power outage. 
Under New Business, The ND Telephone Franchise terms were discussed. The current Franchise agreement dated March 14, 2007 does not include a Franchise Fee. Recently ND Telephone Company is offering video services to its customers in the City. A motion by Councilor Olson, seconded by Councilor Bjornstad to amend the City of Cando Ordinance granting a Franchise to ND Telephone to include a 3% Franchise Fee of gross revenues. All Councilors vote aye and motion passed.
The following Zoning Permits were acknowledged: #2017-21 Scott Gable, #2017-22-Kathy B Benson, #2017-23 Josh Frey and #2017-09 Cando Lumber. 
A Motion by Councilor Shock was seconded by Councilor Bjornstad to approve and Off Premise Liquor License to Cando Bar.  All Councilors voted aye and motion passed.

 Councilor Bjornstad stated that Travis Westlind had contacted him about cleaning out the culverts along Highway 281. Mayor Brehm said the State Highway Department will need to be contacted. Councilor Shock said he would check into it. Councilor Bjornstad brought up the lots at the Mobile Home Park. They have been selling as private lots. He wanted to go on record that the City does not own the shutoffs in this area, and that City employees are not to access these shutoffs. 
Mayor Brehm then called on Councilor Shock, Chairman of public works committee. Councilor Shock stated that they met with Bruce Ford and discussed his conduct. He was not following instructions given to him by his supervisor, or following the procedure set forth when there was a problem within in the Public Works department, this all was causing friction within the Department. They then told him he was terminated. At this time in the meeting those present began to ask questions and making comments as to their outrage of Bruce Ford being terminated. Councilor Olson wanted to go on record that he is against the termination. Sig Bjornstad demanded that the City residents should have the same or better service as before the termination. Joel Sand stated that Bruce Ford was the only one that ever went to the water plant during weekends. Mr. Sand then personally attacked the Mayor in regards to his son, and demanded to see the minutes of the meeting where Nick Brehm was hired by the Council. He then said they should all resign. The comments continued with Roger Cartwright saying that Cando is looking terrible, there are appliances in yards, junk piled up in the alleys and throughout the City, and that the City Fathers are not doing their jobs. Sig Bjornstad questioned why the City water and sewer lines were not located and marked when Ripley’s crew was installing fiber optic.  
A Motion to pay the bills was made by Councilor Wilson, seconded by Councilor Shock; upon roll call vote, all were in favor and motion passed.
