Motion to approve minutes from the previous meeting was made by Councilor Wilson, seconded by Councilor Senger.  All Councilors voted aye.  Motion carried.
There were no Visitors or Delegations present

Under Old Business, Brad Muscha from Moore Engineering was present to answer questions on a proposal that he had emailed to the Council members earlier. There were no questions for him. Mayor Brehm stated that he will be meeting with some representatives from Mayo Construction on street repairs. 

Under New Business; the Deputy Auditor presented the 2018 Preliminary Budget. She pointed out that the State Aid is projected to decrease again in 2018. There was discussion on street repairs; a motion by Councilor Wilson, seconded by Councilor Bjornstad, to change the fee on the Utility Bill of Landfill $2 to Street Repair, effective the September 10th billing. All Councilors voted aye. Motion carried. The budget included a 3% wage increase for Public Works employees. The Auditing Department salaries decreased to one full time employee, as the current Deputy Auditor will take over the Auditor position.  Upon reviewing the budget, the property tax levy will be increasing by 3.15% in excess of the zero increase number of mills. Councilor Wilson made a motion, seconded by Councilor Shock, to approve the 2018 Preliminary Budget. Upon roll call vote, all voted aye and motion carried. A public hearing to consider the increase in property tax was set for September 6th at the Fire Hall meeting room at 8pm. The regular City Council meeting will follow and adopt a final budget.
A Renaissance Zone Application from Belzer Brothers was reviewed; the Letter of Good Standing from the State Tax Commissioner is expected shortly. A motion was made by Councilor Shock, seconded by Councilor Bjornstad to approve the application, pending the Letter of Good Standing is received. All Councilors voted aye and motion passed.

A Motion to pay the bills was made by Councilor Bjornstad, seconded by Councilor Holien; upon roll call vote, all were in favor and motion passed.
