Motion to approve minutes from the previous meeting was made by Councilor Olson, seconded by Councilor Shock.  All Councilors voted aye.  Motion carried.
 Visitors present were the Forestry Department, and asked that the presentation could be done after the City Councils business was conducted. 

Under Old Business, Councilor Shock chairman of Public Works stated that there has been some issues with an employee not following protocol when there are concerns. There will be a meeting with all employees in attendance to go over this process. Councilor Shock also updated the Council on the various projects being done to comply with ADA requirements of the City of Cando. 3 Corner curbs have been replaced and also the Library is getting a Handicapped accessible ramp. Once the cement work is completed there will need to be railings on the ramp and curbs will need to be painted.  He also mentioned that the Zoning map for the City of Cando needs to be updated. 
Under New Business, Mayor Brehm informed the City Council that he received a letter of resignation from Robert Timms, Municipal Judge, that he will be officially retiring after over 50 years of service, effective October 1, 2017.

A motion by Councilor Bjornstad and seconded by Councilor Olson, that effective Jan 1, 2018 a Flat fee of $50.00 will be charged for a Zoning Permit in the Extra Territorial Jurisdiction area of ½ Mile of the City of Cando. Councilor Shock mentioned a City tree down blew down on the corner of 4th Ave and 6th Street. All were in agreement that the City crew remove the tree, and Joel Campbell, who was present, was asked to remove the stump. 
There were 2 openings for members on the Cando Community Development Board. A motion by Councilor Olson, seconded by Councilor Bjornstad to approve Edie Armey and Lisa Swenson for a two year term on the Cando Community Development Board. All Councilors vote aye and motion carried.

Gerri Mckay, Community Forestry Program Manager, provided a presentation on the Cando Community Forest and the Emerald ash borer, (an exotic, invasive Asian Pest). She informed those present of the Condition of Cando’s Trees, and 43% of the City’s trees are Green ash and could be wiped out by this pest. She recommended a Community Forest Plan, starting with a Recommended Tree Species List for City Property Owners. Joel Campbell, City Forester will be working with the City Council and the Cando Community to prepare for the expected impact resulting from the Emerald ash borer.
