Minutes of the Cando City Council’s Reorganizational Meeting
The City of Cando’s City Council met on July 2, 2018 for a reorganizational meeting after the 2018 Election. Councilor Shock, President of the City Council, called the meeting to order. Present were; Newly elected Mayor Rollie Bjornstad, Newly elected Councilors; Terry Harland, JR Gibbens, Vanessa Weber, and Gary Shock, and current Councilors Chuck Wilson and Jeremy Olson.  Councilor Shock began the meeting with the Pledge and then called for the swearing in of the Mayor. The City Auditor then swore in Rollie Bjornstad as Mayor of the City of Cando.
Mayor Bjornstad then took over the meeting, and asked the newly elected officials to come forward and he administered their Oath of Office. Mayor Bjornstad then asked for nominations for President of the Council. Councilor Shock nominated JR Gibbens, and Councilor Weber nominated Councilor Olson. The Mayor asked for a roll call vote. Councilors Wilson, Gibbens and Shock voted for Gibbens, and Councilors Weber, Harland and Olson voted for Olson, resulting in a tie. Mayor Bjornstad then voted for Councilor Olson as President of the City Council. Mayor Bjornstad then asked for nominations for Vice President. Councilor Gibbens nominated Councilor Shock and Councilor Harland nominated Councilor Gibbens. Mayor Bjornstad again asked for a roll call vote. All voted in favor of Councilor Gibbens, with the exception of Councilor Gibbens, voting for Shock. Councilor Gibbens is the Vice President of the City Council. Mayor Bjornstad then asked the City Council to approve the Committee appointments as follows:
Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Shock to approve the appointment of JR Gibbens, Vanessa Weber, Rollie Bjornstad and Annette Johnson to the Finance Committee. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
Motion by Councilor Wilson Seconded by Councilor Gibbens to approve the appointment of Vanessa Weber to the Cando Arts Council, A unanimous vote in favor was cast.

Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Weber to approve the appointment of Councilor Terry Harland, chairman, Chad Staus and Duane Holien to the Street Repair Committee. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Olson to approve Mayor Bjornstad to the Airport Authority Board.  A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
Motion by Councilor Wilson Seconded by Councilor Weber to approve the appointment of Councilor Gibbens to the T C Economic Board. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.

Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Olson to approve the appointment of the following to the Public Works Committee: Mayor Bjornstad (chairman), Nick Brehm, Councilors Harland and Olson, community member Roger Scott. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.

Motion by Councilor Wilson Seconded by Councilor Gibbens to approve the appointment of the following to the Special Assessment Committee: Councilors Olson and Gibbens and Community member Allen Halley. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.  Motion by Councilor Wilson Seconded by Councilor Olson to approve the appointment of Gary Shock to the North Central Planning Committee. A unanimous vote in favor was cast. 
Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Olson to approve the appointment of the following to the City of Cando Planning and Zoning Committee: Councilors Shock (as chairman) and Gibbens, Derrick Childs, building inspector and Community members Jeff Miller and Duane Holien. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Wilson to approve the appointment of Councilor Olson as ADA Compliance Officer. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
Motion by Councilor Wilson Seconded by Councilor Olson to approve following as the Library Board: Councilor Weber as City Rep along with Becky Kingsley, Paige Sullivan, Melanie Haugen and Lavonne Haugen as Board Members. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.

Motion by Councilor Wilson Seconded by Councilor Weber to approve the appointment of Councilors Olson and Wilson as the City Representatives along with Lisa Swenson, Edie Armey, Lynette Lybeck, Sally Hunt and RJ Miller as Cando Community Development Board members.  A unanimous vote in favor was cast.

Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Weber to approve the appointment of Councilors Shock and Harland to the Public Health Committee.  A unanimous vote in favor was cast.

Motion by Councilor Olson Seconded by Councilor Harland to approve the appointment of Councilor Wilson as the City Rep along with Joel Campbell, Ross Myers, Pat Freund, Pat Esterly, Jayne Scott and Joan Youngerman as the Shade Tree Committee. A unanimous vote in favor was cast. 
Motion by Councilor Olson Seconded by Councilor Gibbens to approve the appointments of the following:

City Attorney-J Bruce Gibbens, City Zoning Inspector-Derrick Childs, City Forester-Joel Campbell, Water Works Superintendent-Nick Brehm, City Assessor-Jerry Ratzlaff, and City Auditor-Annette Johnson. A unanimous vote in favor was cast. Motion by Wilson, seconded by Councilor Weber to approve the appointments of Councilor Gibbens and Shock to the Towner County Zoning Board. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
Motion by Councilor Gibbens Seconded by Councilor Wilson to approve the following authorized signers at The First State Bank, American Bank Center and Ramsey National Bank: Rollie Bjornstad, Jeremy Olson, Chuck Wilson, Gary Shock and Annette Johnson. There are 2 signatures required on all checks and withdrawals. A unanimous vote in favor was cast.
The Mayor welcomed the New City Council and then continued with the Regular City Council Meeting Business…
