Visitors: Brad Muscha from Moore Engineering was present to go over upcoming funding opportunities. After discussion, Councilor Shock made a motion to submit a Revised Application to the Army Corp of Engineer Sect 594, for a 2 million dollar project to repair the highest priority sewer needs of the City. Councilor Olson seconded the motion. All Councilors voted aye and motion passed.
Old Business: A copy of the City’s complaint form was put in the meeting packet, all Councilors were reminded that the form is available online and at City Hall.  Residents who have a complaint, but not want to attend a meeting, can sign it and send it to the City Auditor, and it will be discussed at the next meeting. 
New Business: A letter was received from the General Manager of NE Regional Water District, relating to the chlorine complaints they have been receiving. It stated that the NRWD employees have been monitoring chlorine residuals closely, and the chlorine residuals are between 1.0 and 1.5 parts per million, which is where they should be.  The likely reason for the strong smell is a reaction to impurities in the lines. They strongly suggested the water lines be flushed as soon as possible.
Nick Brehm was present, and stated that hydrant flushing will begin next week.

Application for Local (gaming) Permit #2018-02 was discussed. A motion by Councilor Shock was seconded by Councilor Bjornstad to approve, all councilors voted aye and motion passed.
A Motion to pay the bills was made by Councilor Wilson, seconded by Councilor Weber; upon roll call vote, all were in favor and motion passed.
