Motion to approve minutes from the previous meeting was made by Councilor Bjornstad, seconded by Councilor Olson.  All Councilors voted aye.  Motion carried.
Property owner in the condemnation process was present and updated the council on the progress made. She stated that they are planning on getting the roof fixed before winter and asked if they could have until June 1st to make the property livable again. A motion by Councilor Bjornstad was seconded by Councilor Shock, to extend the Compliance deadline to June 1, 2018. The party will be in contact with Derrick Childs, Building and Safety Inspector for questions on compliance.
Mayor Brehm requested a vote by the current Council members for Chad Staus to replace Duane Holien’s position on the Council. All voted in favor. The Mayor then asked for a roll call vote on the dismissal of Bruce Ford. Councilors Wilson, Senger and Shock voted yes and Councilors Bjornstad and Olson voted no. Councilor Shock informed the Council that the Public works committee met and placed an ad in surrounding papers and online for a City maintenance worker. 

Nick Brehm was on hand and wanted to clarify that he had been in contact with Ripleys, and since they were working in the alleyways, there were only a few alleys in town that have water and sewer lines in them, and they were marked.

Mayor Brehm mentioned he had received a water sample from a resident. It tested high in Calcium Carbonate which is a product of the lime softening process. Nick Brehm will be attending a Water Expo in Fargo next week and he will be in contact with water specialists about the city water.  
Mayor Brehm informed the Council that a citywide inspection of properties was done on Wed Oct 11. Letters and pictures have been sent to residents, asking them to clean up their properties. He then appointed Councilor Bjornstad to head up a cleanup committee. The Deputy auditor will give him the list of property owners that received letters. There was discussion about an ordinance that could be enforced to have junked or unlicensed vehicles removed from properties. An ordinance from another City in ND will be given to the City Attorney to see if it could work for Cando. 

Mayor Brehm informed the Council that he had received a letter of resignation from Councilor Senger effective the end of this meeting. Motion by Councilor Shock, was seconded by Councilor Wilson to accept the resignation. All voted aye and motion passed.  The Mayor then stated he will take names of anyone interested in serving the unexpired term, to contact him before the next meeting, and there will be a vote by the Council to fill this position. At this time, there were two parties interested; Vanessa Weber and Shana Lannoye. The new member and Chad Staus will be sworn in by the Mayor at the next meeting of Nov 6, 2017.
 Councilor Bjornstad informed the Council that Sheriff Kuchar has effective October 20, 2017 due to health reasons. 
Councilor Olsen mentioned that a City resident contacted him about a violation of a City Ordinance concerning the 72 hour time limit to have a vehicle parked on the street. City Ordinances are enforced by the Sheriff’s department, and Deputy Sheriff Andy Hillier was present, and made aware of the specifics.
Financial Report was presented by the Deputy Auditor. City Auditor was present and stated that she is still waiting for finalized figures in order to complete the financing of the rural water project along with the current water plant debt.
A Motion to pay the bills was made by Councilor Shock, was seconded by Councilor Bjornstad; upon roll call vote, all were in favor and motion passed.
