Motion to approve minutes from the previous meeting was made by Councilor Wilson, seconded by Councilor Weber.  All Councilors voted aye.  Motion carried.
Visitors: There were no visitors present
Old Business: Derrick Childs was present with the property owner in condemnation process. Owners stated they would not be able to comply with the June 1st deadline to make property livable. Owner was unable to give a definite time of completion. Mayor Brehm stated that it will be discussed at the next meeting to make a determination.
Councilor Weber, informed the Council of the recommendation the Finance Committee made pertaining to the School Resource Office; The City would pay no more than 20,000 (1/3)  for a School Resource Officer for the 2019 budget. This would be contingent on the School and Towner County participating, and to be reviewed again in 1 year. A motion by Councilor Staus was seconded by Councilor Olsen to approve the recommendation. Upon a roll call vote, all voted aye and motion passed.

Chad Staus brought up the mowing fee on behalf of Dakota View Properties. After discussion, a motion was made by Councilor Olson and seconded by Councilor Wilson to pay Dakota View Properties $275 per time if highway ditch is included, and $215/time if not. Upon a roll call vote all voted aye, (with the exception of Councilor Staus abstaining). Motion passed
New Business: Robert Kennedy was present on behalf of the Dakota Rifle and Pistol Club. He presented the Council with 2 Gaming Site Authorizations for Gordy’s Bar and Cando Bar & Grill with Activity to be conducted marked as Electronic Pull Tabs, Raffles, and Bingo. He stated that they will not be doing weekly Bingo, but may do special occasions. Councilor Olson made a motion to approve the Site Authorizations, Councilor Staus seconded the motion. All voted aye and motion passed.
Zoning Permits # 2018-10 to Chuck Wilson and # 2018-11 to Patrick Plemel were acknowledged. 

The Uffda Fund for Animals organization sent documentation regarding a 5K Mutt Strutt planned for July 8th. After reviewing the information provided, Councilor Wilson made a motion to approve this activity within the City. Councilor Shock seconded the motion, all voted aye motion passed. 

Nick Brehm, public works superintendent was on hand to update the Council on various things; Mid-land excavating will be repairing the storm drains by the Methodist Church, Funeral Home, and the Post Office. He will make some contacts to do the ADA compliant corner ramps. Midland will also check on the sewer main on the south end of town. There has been interest in purchasing some of the equipment at the water plant that was used for the lime and soda ash softening process. The Council agreed that selling this equipment is the best option, since it will no longer be used at our treatment plant.
Councilor Wilson asked that a slowdown sign be put on 6th Street by the trailer court and a child care area.

Mayor Brehm stated that the City Attorney is reviewing the ordinance on new construction tying into the water mains. An updated ordinance will be forthcoming for review.
Financial Reports: City Auditor presented a financial report reflecting the account balances effective April 30, 2018
